The Executive Council of the First United Methodist Church of Monticello meets at least 

once each month to complete various requirements of the United Methodists of Arkansas 

and to take action to benefit our local church. The Council is providing a short summary of 

primary actions and proposed activities discussed at these meetings which will be included 

in each monthly newsletter. These notes are not the complete minutes of the meeting.  

Meeting July 06, 2021 

The council reviewed the June 2021 financial report. The June financial report was      
accepted as presented. 

 
The Trustee Report was presented to the Council. The Council approved a bid from  

Chris Cox to level the lot on Jackson and to remove dirt and concrete from the        
vacant lot. 

 
A report was given on the Escamillas repair work on the leak in the roof beside the bell 

tower, power washing and sealing deck at the parsonage, and the second power 
washing of the exterior of the church.   

 
Pine straw/mulch on the playground will be done to comply with state regulations for 

preschools.  The Escamillas have submitted a bid but the council will explore other 
sources of mulch to lower the total cost of the work. The council will leave any       
further discussion on this project until the August meeting so that more information 
can be received. 

 
The gutters need to be repaired/cleaned to help with water issues in the playground 

 area. 
 

The SPRC Report started a discussion regarding a Board to oversee the Preschool        
program Reverend Diffee suggested that the Executive Council set up a board and 
nominate people to serve on the board to provide guidance and present a report 
regularly to the Executive Council.   It was suggested that that board membership be 
open to volunteers but also the Council can place specific people on the board.     
Discussion on creating the board will continue at the August meeting. 



 

 

In New Business the Council heard a report on a company called PushPay that             
specializes in church financial software.  The company also can design apps with 
churches to help members with online portals, giving, and other financial matters.  
Further investigation is needed and will be considered at a future meeting. 

 
The Council discussed receiving donations of stock. It was reported that the Methodist 

Foundation will work with the church om the development of policies.  Reverend 
Diffee and Stephanie Brown will gather additional information for the Council to  
consider. 

 
A report on the theft of a Catalytic Converter from a church vehicle was presented. The 

damaged bus was taken to Ryburn Motors to be repaired.  Repairs were covered by 
insurance with a deductible.   

 
The Advance Monticellonian has asked if the church wanted to place an ad in the new 

resident bulletin.  The Council decided to not participate at this time. 
 

Reverend Diffee reported that the Witness team is working on plans to welcome        
students at UAM. He led a discussion on what we can do to get the students to be a 
part of the church while they are at UAM.  He will speak with Kevan Dodson with the 
Wesley Foundation to see what we can do as a first step.  Assisting with move-in day 
was suggested as a starting point. 

 
The Relaunch team presented an updated report to allow church groups such as UMW, 

the Fall bazaar, Shepherd’s Center, the Rummage sale, Wednesday nights to resume 
meeting in church facilities.  Outside groups still will not be allowed to use church  
facilities. The Council approved the actions to be implemented.
