The Executive Council of the First United Methodist Church of Monticello meets at least once each month to
complete various requirements of the United Methodists of Arkansas and to take action to benefit our local
church. The Council is providing a short summary of primary actions and proposed activities discussed at these
meetings which will be included in each monthly newsletter. These notes are not the complete minutes of the
meeting.

Meeting brought to order at 6:35 PM by Jack Lassiter
Opening prayer by Rev. Bryan Diffee.

Minutes: The minutes of the August meeting had been distributed earlier through email. A
motion to accept the minutes as presented was approved unanimously.

Financial Report: The August 2022 financial report was presented by Justin Atkins and the
council approved the report as presented.

Finance Committee:

The Committee met earlier and discussed the recommendation for the Pastor Compensation
package for the 2023 year. The Committee reported that the projected budget could support an
increase for the pastors  effective January 1, 2023.

SPRC Report
The Council discussed the 2023 Pastor Compensation for Rev. Bryan Diffee and Rev. Lori Fallon for
the 2023 year. This increase equals the increase given to all staff but not the pastors in 2022.

Motion: To approve an increase in compensation for Rev. Bryan Diffee and Rev. Lori Fallon for
the 2023 year was made and approved unanimously.

2023 Salaries for all staff will be discussed at the end of the 2022 year as the 2023 budget is
being prepared.

Custodian applicants: Four applicants were interviewed, and it was decided to hire Camry Grant
for 25 hours a week on a trial basis for 90 days.

Nominations are due October 17, 2022, for November Zoom Charge Conference.

Pledge cards kickoff will be October 23, 2022, so that the church budget and staff salaries will be
finalized before the end of the year.
